· Date and place of marriage (if they have one)

· Address

Applicant’s parents:

· First names and surnames for parents

· Dates of birth for parents

· Towns and countries of birth for parents

Trips outside the UK:

· List all the trips outside the UK in the last 5 years (3 if your partner is British), including dates you left the UK and the dates you came back to the UK

Details for the previous Immigration applications:

· The application date

· The application's reference number (if known)

· Where the application was made

· Whether attended a biometric appointment

· The date for the biometric appointment (if known)

Details, including the dates, of other history:

· Any criminal offences

· Any motoring offences

· Any fixed penalty notices

Two referees are needed: 

· Referees must be adults, aged 18 or over, and have known you for at least 3 years
· One referee should be a person of any nationality who has professional standing
· And the second referee must normally be the holder of a British citizen passport and either a professional person or over the age of 25

· Referees must:

· not be a relative

· not be related to the other referee

· not be employed by the Home Office

· not have been convicted of an imprisonable offence during the last 10 years (unless certain specific periods of time have elapsed)

Details for each of the two referees:

· Title

· First name

· Second name

· Sex

· Date of birth

· Address(es) for the last three years and dates
· Phone number

· Email

· Their profession

· Their passport number

· How the applicant knows the referee
